 Front face beside the A82 is steep and will need to be felled protect Infrastructure from maturing trees. The roadside will be restocked with Native broadleaves which will help protect the road and stabilize the slopes

Area to be managed as a majority native woodland area. Areas of high ecological potential PAWS will be restored to diverse native species, while neighbouring areas will be managed as productive pinewood through CCF/ small scale clearfell. Northern area to be maintained as productive woodland where possible. Lower PAWS areas to be planted as native broad leaves to tie in to neighboring native habitat. Affric Kintail Way passes through block access will be maintained.

PAWS showing high potential for restoration will be restocked with Native trees. Where suitable, Scots pine will be used as a commercial crop with a regular thinning regime. Continued management by clearfell and restocking with productive conifers in upper Glen. Coupe shapes will be highly sympathetic to the surrounding landscape and help continue to restructure the even aged stands. Native restoration will be targeted in areas with high potential to tie in with neighbouring native woodlands and along riparian corridors to protect water courses and slow run off. First thinning of young crops will be prioritised to improve future wind firmness and quality of future timber.
