Black Burn Trail

1¼ miles 
/ 1.9 km
Allow 
¾ hour

Wide, firm and largely 
smooth gravel surface 
throughout. Generally 
flat with some short 
moderate slopes. Some 
parts may be slightly 
muddy. Includes a road 
crossing and two bridges 
(narrowest 1.4m wide).

A gentle wander through open pinewoods to the 
Black Burn with plenty of places to rest and picnic.

From Elgin: Take the B9010 Dallas road. After 
1 mile (1.6 km) turn right onto the Pluscarden 
minor road. The car park is on the right after 
2½ miles (4 km).

From Forres: Take the B9010 Rafford/Dallas 
road. After 4 miles (6.4 km) turn left onto the 
Pluscarden minor road. The car park is on the 
left after 2 miles (3.2 km).
