Opportunity to consider restock to maximise visual
amenity - broadleaves or soft conifers - but need to
consider resilience to invasive species, including

Rhododendron & Western hemlock

SPHN for Phytophthora on Rhododendron
in 2016. Fell larch at early opportunity and
remove Rhododendron. Opportunity to
remove Western hemlock at same time

Large felled coupe - currently planned for restock with SS
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South and West facing slopes of
Appin hill are highly visible from
Appin, Port Appin and Lismore.

Restock must enhance visual amenlty

Dense Rhododendron on neighbouring
ground to South & West will encroach into
newly felled areas if restock delayed
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
